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Alien invader or home grown monster, evil is evil. Any authority of one person or of a group that brings to our people humiliation, disunity, poverty, displacement, suffering, death and exile is evil. Most of us now agree that there is evil in today’s Zimbabwe.
The point is how to get rid of it?

Yes, Zimbabwe of today is again looking for an exit strategy. Peaceful political efforts, media campaigns, public and international diplomacy are part of the package in the strategy.
But if we find these ways and means alone not working unless the threat of force is also there, should we not include it?
And for how long can the most affected people patiently wait under untold pain and suffering? 
Our unconquerable patriots conducted peaceful struggle but it took them nowhere,           

There was no space then, as it is the case today, for a legal and peaceful struggle.

The arrogant language of Mugabe’s illegitimate regime, its violent behaviour to wards the opposition has left us with no option but to form a resistance movement that is operating both within and outside the Zimbabwe military infrastructure.

The spoken and unspoken language of Zanu pf has clearly shown they are not ready to exit in fact they are so drunk with power they can’t see the exit door. 
We the people of Zimbabwe and our political organizations detest the prospect of a war and would wish to avoid it, if we can. This point must be clear: no Zimbabwean within his/her right mind would wish an armed conflict to resume in war-fatigued Zimbabwe of today.

However the political circumstances that have been thrust upon us by Mugabe‘s illegitimate regime has left us with no other option but to defend ourselves.
In any country where peaceful and legal ways and means of struggle to change a system are not available, the people subjected to prolonged suffering find little choice to avoid the use of force forever.
And whether the people of Zimbabwe like it or not the use of force will become the last option of choice when all other ways and means have failed to change an intolerable barbaric situation 
The prospect of a good part of the Zimbabwe Defence Forces deserting the Mugabe regime and joining the ranks of a unified opposition is not a far-fetched dream; it can in fact herald a quick end to the dark Mugabe era.

Our clarion call, to all democratic forces and defenders of human rights and dignity  who just happen to be in the majority at this point in the history of  Zimbabwe is to inform who ever is concerned that all means and ways under international law to self determination can and should be used to eradicate the evil in Zimbabwe
