Contrary to this claim, Kamundarira maintains that the nominators checked their names during the voters’ roll inspection exercise and found their names in. Candidates were not allowed to see the voters’ roll at the nomination court.

Obey Mazhata’s papers were submitted by a representative, Memory Mandaza, an MDC Mashonaland East Province official, as Mazhata was attending a business meeting  outside Marondera. Nomination officials refused to have Mandaza sign on behalf of Mazhata. 

Farai Nyandoro was blocked from entering thenomination court, and had his nomination forms forcibly taken away from him by the mob of Zanu PF supporters as he tried to enter the nomination court. He was chased away and had to wait for his colleagues who had forced their way into the nomination court at a distance. 

Edmore Muleya, who is a Zimbabwean citizen  (National ID Number 43-047370 T 43 CIT12), was disqualified because his father was born in Zambia.  

MDC candidates who had registered, together with Nyandoro who had been barred from entering the nomination court, but had joined his colleagues as they came out of the nomination court were attacked by Zanu PF supporters as they left Marondera Municipal Offices at about 18.00. Nyandoro received minor injuries, while Deliquah Nicholas Musiwa, who had successfully registered, suffered a broken rib, a swollen right leg and injuries on the face and on the head. He was treated at Parirenyatwa Hospital and referred to a specialist for special attention on the broken rib.
